
1. Sample mailing container– before taking the sample, complete the basic information on the lid of 
each sample mailing container so it can be used as a reference when creating the sample labels. 

2. Collect sample using the recommended procedure as per Caterpillar document PEGJ0047– How to 
Take A Good S.O.S Sample

3. Create the sample labels using Oil Commander or if handwriting the sample cards, ensure all 
information is supplied and correct. Place each sample label into the corresponding mailing container with 
sample and then into supplied zip lock plastic bag.

4. Place samples into the supplied pre-paid Australia Post mailing satchels.

5. Ensure Company name and jobsite are completed for each mailing satchel and the Dangerous 
Goods declaration is signed. Failure to sign the declaration may result in delayed delivery to 
laboratory
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
